OVERT ACT NO. (14): On or about June 27, 2008, GARY ALLEN CABELLO takes GREGORIO SANDOVAL
to a Padtes’ baseball game and dinner at Donovan’s Steakhouse. The cost of the evening is over $860. :

OVERT ACT NO. (15): On or about February 13, 2009, Henry Amigable buys JESUS GANDARA, ARLIE
NATALIE RICASA, and their spouses dinner at Baci’s Restaurant. The cost of the dinner is over $450.

OVERT ACT NO. (16): On ot about April 29, 2009, Henry Amigable and JEFFREY STEVEN FLORES discuss
and host a dinner for ARLIE NATALIE RICASA, GREGORIO SANDOVAL, JESUS GANDARA, and other at
Bact’s Restautant. The cost of the dinner is over $800, although ARLIE NATALIE RICASA did not ultimately

attend the dinner,

a ticket to g Chargers’ football game. The cost of the ticket is $270.

OVERT ACT NO. (18): On or about January 16, 2010, Jaime Ortiz purchases Chargess’ foothall game tickets for
GREGORIO SANDOVAL. The cost of the tickets is over $688, but GREGORIO SANDOVAL was not pleased

with the quality of the seats available with such tickets.
